After a wonderful three days 
spent sailing The Whitsundays we trav-
elled north to Darwin across the Outback 
which gave us some valuable practice 
driving part of the race route, along with 
an illuminating camping experience.

This means 
that, a few days ahead of schedule, we 
are able to road test the chassis on the 
Australian highways performing essential 
shake-down tests. We are currently test-
ing the underlying electronics and me-
chanics before we add the bodywork and 
solar array. 

A fantastic effort from the entire technical 
team has meant that really great progress 
was made over the last two weeks in pre-
paring the car to pass this crucial test. 
Progress has included some modifications 
to improve the braking system, some sig-
nificant tuning of the motor, and even 
some new comfort measures for the 
driver.
